-2026 Revenue (including giving) was $71,699 and Expenses were 360,020, which resulted in a Year
To Date (YTD) surplus of $11,680.

-Compared to what was budgeted for 2026, Revenue was unfavorable by $37,110 and Expenses
were favorable by $19,780. This resulfs in the church being worse than budget by $17,919 at the end
of January 2026.

-Compared to last year, Revenue was unfavorable by $38,124, and Expenses were favorable by
36,804, resulting in the church finishing worse than January 2025 by $31,320.
